MERCED SWIMMING TANK ASSOCIATION

*   POOL RULES   *

1) Bathers use the tank, or other apparatus, of The Merced Swimming Tank Association at their own risk, and neither responsibility nor liability for injuries resulting there from can be attached to the Association.

2) The Association is not responsible for any personal property lost in the dressing room or elsewhere about the premises.

3) Members are expected to aid in keeping the premises clean and orderly by not leaving paper or rubbish of any kind in the dressing rooms . . . or anywhere else. Do not throw bottle caps, rocks, papers or any other garbage into the pool.
4) On occasions when the tank is crowded, bathers who have been in the longest will be expected to show consideration for new arrivals by leaving the tank after a reasonable time.

5) BOISTEROUS CONDUCT or play in the tank, which is annoying to others, IS PROHIBITED.

6) Persons entering the Association’s grounds without right are trespassers and are liable to arrest and prosecution.
7) Members are allowed up to five (5) guests at a time at $1.00 per guest. Any more than five (5) guests or a group of 15 or more members and guests combined will be considered a party and count towards your limit as described below and in the Associatiopn’s party Rules. The $1.00 guest fee will be paid to the lifeguard as you enter the premises or collected at a later date by a board member.
*   USE OF THE PLUNGE AND FACILITIES   *

8) Each Owner is limited to one party per month and Associates are limited to one party per season. The party should be posted on the calendar at the pool to let others know that the party is taking place. Please post the party at least one week in advance.  All parties shall have a responsible adult Owner or Associate member in attendance and a lifeguard to be paid at your expense.
9) NO DOUBLE SPRINGING ALLOWED! This means that only one person at a time is allowed on the surface of the diving board at a time.

10) NO DOUBLE DIVING FROM THE HIGH DIVE! No two persons shall dive or jump from the high dive at any time.

11) NO RUNNING ALLOWED AROUND THE EDGES OF THE POOL NOR IN THE DRESSING ROOMS. The obvious reason for this is the slick portions of the concrete and the danger to those who may be sunbathing.
12) When the lifeguard is not present any one entering the pool must be or be with an adult member and if asked by the pool manager, lifeguard or any other adult show proof of age. Failure to provide proof will mean that you and any one with you must leave at that time.
13) A responsible person must accompany children younger than 8 years of age or unable to swim.

14) No animals are allowed on the premises.

15) All complaints should be directed to a member of the Board.

16) NO SWIMMING AFTER DARK! This is due to the fact that we do not have lights directly in the pool. You will be responsible for fines accessed for this infraction.
17) THE POOL CLOSES AT 10:00 PM. ALL PERSONS MUST BE OFF THE PREMISES BY THAT TIME.
